PROGRAM COMMITTEE - Mike White

· Planned Meeting

Members of the Program Committee agreed to meet Thursday June 9th at 5:30PM to discuss CSC Sponsored Community Forums.

· CSC Sponsored Community Forums

CSC informed BCCJA that funding of up to $7500 will be available for forums that BCCJA might organize that support the objectives of CSC’s transformation agenda.  The first intake for applications for funding is June 9 and the second August 26.

· Calendar of Events

Third Biannual Forensic Mental Health Conference – Art Gordon

Approximately 200 delegates (by invitation only) could attend at this venue.  There is no registration fee.  CSC pays $25,000 of the $28,000 costs to hold this Conference.
