President’s Report

1) Welcome new board members.  Patrick Lussier, Karen Spears, Lara Davidson, David McIntyre, Pete Coulson and Cari Turi.   It is great to have an influx of new members with new ideas for us to work on together.

2) During the past year, we have continued to develop as an association.  I want to thank each and every board member for their support and work throughout the year.  Whatever we are, it is entirely your doing, and directly related to the contributions you have made.  I have always been very proud to say that I am a member of this group; I hope it is also true for you.

3) Our Program Committee has been very active.  Its members delivered a major seminar on Managing Sex Offenders in the community in October 2007.  

4) As a Board, we have developed and approved a strategic plan outline.

5) We acted on some parts of that plan, meeting with a variety of key individuals in federal and provincial ministries.  We took the opportunity to combine a visit to British Columbia by CCJA President Kathryn Gregory, with our own initiative to meet with senior representatives of CSC, NPB,  BC Corrections, the Deputy Attorney General of BC, the City of Victoria, the University of Victoria, and the Ministry of Children and Families.
