3. Committee Updates

Program Committee - Mike White

Proposed Forum on: Selective Intervention with those who pose a risk to Public Safety

BCCJA received an invitation from CSC to make project proposals.  A submission was sent to CSC with a view to creating a forum illustrating some best practices with respect to interventions with target groups.  The tentative title is: “Selective Intervention with those who pose a risk to Public Safety”.  CSC has committed $3,000 for this project.

A potential Speaker on Communications During Crises suggested by Art Gordon is: Bob Shilling, Community Corrections Unit.

Art Gordon, on behalf of the Program Committee, called for support and assistance from Board members.

The Forum will focus on the education and involvement of citizens in crime prevention.  Lance Talbot, City of Surrey, will be consulted regarding this forum.

The Program Committee will flesh out a possible agenda and joint sponsors.

ACTION:  Proposal has been submitted and CSC needs to be asked when the event has to happen. Glenn advises that the proposal was submitted October 14, CSC said yes to the proposal and we have 9 weeks to deliver. Sandra T. suggested we could get an extension for one month. 

ACTION:  Blue Ribbon Sampson Report: It was suggested that CSC’s Kirsten Sigurson or Brian Lang come out to one of our meetings to talk to us separately about this report. (re: possible impact of dissolving Statutory Release)

2008 Joint Conference with BC Crime Prevention Association – Jeff Christian:

Sandra Manzardo and Jeff Christian met with BC Crime Prevention planning committee on Jan. 15/08 and talked about potential speakers for this forum. Name may change to: Prevention through Collaboration: Where Ideas Converge”. Some ideas for workshops included secondary and tertiary prevention and reintegration as crime prevention. This conference is planned for September 08. It is planned that there will be small panels with multiple topics about 90-120 minutes in duration. 
Annual Justice Open Golf Tournament – Glenn Angus

This event has been arranged in previous years by the John Howard Society, but will not take place in 2007.  It was suggested that BCCJA could collaborate with BC Crime Prevention to arrange a tournament for 2008.

ACTION

Glenn Angus will investigate the potential for profit/loss related to this fundraiser and report back to the Board

The latest news here is that Glenn and Tim Vresch have already started the ball rolling. The idea is to make it collaborative between John Howard, BCCJA and BC Crime Prevention. A format called “Shotgun” apparently allows for more people to start at the same time thus more players ending together in a social forum. Coast Savings may put up about $5,000 as well as CUPE. If this works, player costs go down to about $80.00 per player if we guarantee the golf club around 124 players. The goal is to get at least 30 players each from the above named organizations. Tim and Glenn to meet separately on Jan. 29 to discuss further.
