1.  Welcome

2. Treasurer’s Report

4.  Congress 2013 Update
Hank’s thorough report included: 4 people met in conference call

- April 30 meeting, decide some “form”/theme

- looking into fundraising & displays so “pitch” is informed, number of seats, etc.

- Glen Angus will approach CIBC for funding – help with registration costs

- decisions go back & forth …national/ federal agencies

- sponsorship: no drug, alcohol, tobacco companies – otherwise, no specifics
- especially get students involved – incentive – their registration paid for

- opportunity to get involved in sub-committee      **watch for email
Questions/ Comments –

- 650 to 800 attend from B.C. thus, why we want to be involved in income

- any issues/ reasons not to have corporate sponsors?

- package put together for “pitch” i.e. supplier, donator (receipts)

- insurance company BCCJA uses – same interest, we save them claims 
- ask banks – students pay for loans

- get SFU involved – Quebec flooded with 750 proposal papers

- speakers (workshops) get themselves there, just pay for keynotes
5.  Mentally Ill & Criminal Justice
Hank met with Dave Bratzer, following up on media suggestions for the March 16 event at UVic. He (and Bill F) hopes to get an interview on CBC (Victoria) and CFAX radio. An ad was placed on Vibrant Victoria (online site) at no cost. Hank does not expect the press to attend.
6.  Logo Contest

Considerations include: panel of judges (will ask Lieutenant Governor), establish poster, post info. on Facebook, June date, fallback plan if not enough interest.
